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FOREWORD

A conversation with Doreen Blumhardt at the official opening of
the new Ceramics Department at the Otago Polytechnic School of Art,
set me thinking. She mentioned the fact that there is no real collection
of New Zealand pottery, no 'museum’ of ceramics in this country. She felt
there should be, and | agree with her.

While a number of galleries and museums have collections of pottery
and good ones too, nowhere, to my knowledge is there a complete record
of the work of the best potters New Zealand has ever produced and is
producing.

How marvellous it would be to have a museum-gallery of ceramics
somewhere in the country either as a separate entity, or as an adjunct
to an existing art gallery or museum which would have a permanent
represenfative collection showing the development of pottery in New
Zealand. It could be the sort of place where regular exhibitions of ceramics
could be held, and become the showplace for New Zealand potters.

How and where, is of course, another matter, but the Society might
well give some positive thought to the idea.

This Society is a strong one, with over 200 members throughout the
country and is the only incorporated body of artist craftsmen who join
annually in an exhibition.

The problem of selection must get tougher each year and with
increasing excellence and numbers, the Society must have increasing
difficulties, not the least of them, maintaining standards, for unfortunately
in this sort of competitive situation the best can begin to opt out.

Whatever way the future goes for the New Zealand Society of
Potters, and whatever changes may come about, | hope one thing will
stay the same, and that is the willingness among potters to share their
knowledge and help others at all levels of interest and ability. This has -
always been characteristic of the movement and the people in it.

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SELECTORS

DAVID BROKENSHIRE is a practising architect and part-time potter
working in Christchurch. He is interested in strong sculptural forms which
he usually explores in a series. His work is usually coiled. He is also
interested in oil-fired kiln design. His work has been exhibited throughout
New Zealand and in Australia, Fiji, England, ltaly and the U.S.A.

MARGARET MILNE is a full-time potter working in Auckland. She started
potting about 16 years ago with Pat Perrin and joined Jocelyn and Guy
Mountain to form the "Waterford Potters'. She worked initially in earthen-
ware fired in a small electric kiln. Recently she has set up a workshop in
an old cottage and fires stoneware in a 50 cubic foot oil-fired kiln.
In 1968 she spent a period working in Kawai's pottery in Japan. She
believes in pots for use.

MURIEL MOODY trained as a full-time Art Student in drawing and
etching before taking up sculpture. Her initial interest in clay was purely
as an infermediate material in the making of metal sculptures. She is well
known for her ceramic sculptures examples of which can be seen in many
public places and buildings for which they have been commissioned as

well as in many galleries and private homes.



GUEST EXHIBITORS

DOREEN BLUMHARDT has been teaching art for 32 years, the last
twenty-one as head of the Art Department at Wellington Teachers'
College. She is now a full-time potter. Her interest in nature inspires
much of her work but she believes in the importance of making functional
pottery. In 1970-71 she received a Queen Elizabeth Il Arts Council Award
which allowed her to pursue her study of pottery in Asia, US.A. and
Europe. Her work has won her membership of the International Academy

of Ceramics.

PATRICIA PERRIN received her initial training in a sculpture course at
the Elam School of Fine Arts. In 1947 she began potting at Avondale
College evening classes held by Robert Field. Gradually she took over
some of Mr. Field's classes and has been teaching pottery ever since.
She has been a fulltime potter since 1950 and has exhibited regularly
since 1948. Her work is well represented in major collections both in New
Zealand and overseas.

MIREK SMISEK has been a full-fime potter since 1957. He studied
between 1961-62 at the Faculty for Industrial Arts, Kyoto University,
Japan and worked with Bernard Leach in 1963-64, and with Shoji Hamada
in 1967. He received an Arts Advisory Travel Award in 1962 and a
Japanese Government Travel Award in 1967. His work has been exhibited
extensively in New Zealand, Japan, Britain, Germany, U.S.A., Australia
and Pacific Basin Countries.

HOWARD WILLIAMS received his initial training in pottery in the
Auckland and Dunedin Teachers' Training Colleges. Since then he has
spent |0 years potting overseas, 4 years with Kenneth Clark in London
before setting up for himself in Northampton. He returned to New
Zealand in 1971 and set up a studio at Silverdale in Auckland. Most of
his work is slipcast earthenware, raw glazed and once fired in an electric
kiln the emphasis being on decoration of simple shapes. He was commis-
sioned to make two ceramic murals for public buildings in Northampton
and Wavendon and has exhibited extensively both in Britain and New
Zealand.
