Tony Lane was educated at the Elam School
of Fine Arts in Auckland. He has exhibited widely
in New Zealand, and overseas in Spain,
Australia, Switzerland, and Sicily. Tony s work
has been reviewed in numerous publications,
and is represented in public and private collec-
tions both in New Zealand and abroad. He has
been the recipient of a number of awards,
including from the Arts Council of New Zealand,
the Goethe Insitute in Berlin and Creative New
Zealand. Tony lives and paints in Wellington.

Robert McLeod was born and educated in
Glasgow where he received a Diploma of Art,
Drawing and Painting from the Glasgow School
of Art. He arrived in New Zealand in 1972.
Robert has exhibited widely in galleries through-
out New Zealand, and is represented in public
and private collections in New Zealand, Scot-
land and Australia. Robert has had extensive
involvement in art education. He now lives and
paints full-time in Wellington.

Gavin lives,
and usually works, in Wellington.

Judy Darragh was born in Christchurch and
completed a Diploma in Visual Communication
and Design at the Wellington Polytechnic. She
has exhibited widely in New Zealand and has
works in collections around the country. Judy
has spent periods as artist-in-residence at
Queen s College Melbourne and at the Univer-
sity of Canterbury. In the mid-nineties she made
her debut as co-director in two documentary
films for TVNZ. She has recently been involved
in artist-run spaces - Teststrip and more recently
Cuckoo - which operate outside the dealer
galleries. Forthe past five years Judy has been
a full-time lecturer for the Visual Arts degree at
the Manukau Institute of Technology in
Auckland.

Andrew Drummond was born in Nelson, and
received his art education at Waterloo Univer-
sity, Canada, from which he graduated in 1976
with honours in sculpture.
